The above table discloses yearly
quantities of essential foodstuffs con-
sumed per capita in different coun-
tries. The last column represents the
value of food as expressed in calories,
gained daily by an inhabitant of the
country concerned. Lithuania, Lat-
via and Estonia are cited under com-
mon denomination as “Baltic States”
since the standard of feeding in all
of them was approximately the same.

A look at the above table reveals
that Lithuania already had -closely
approached the British standard of
feeding. In this respeet she had
surpassed such highly developed coun-
tries as France and Germany. All
countries in South West and in
South East Europe (Spain, Portugal,
Julgaria, Yugoslavia,. ete.) were be-
low the Lithuanian standard of feed-
ing, not to speak of Lithuania’s for-
mer occupant, Russia, that was left
far behind despite her pretence of
being the “Workers Paradise.”

The Lithuanian farmer was still
better fed. His daily ration consisted
of approximately 3500 calories. The
people in Lithuania consumed com-
paratively little bread and much meat
and fats, which is characteristic of
prosperous countries. The consump-
tion of sugar, vegetables, fruits ahd’
milk was constantly increéasing so as
to counterbalance excessive consump-
tion of meat.

Thus Lithuania within a short
period of her independent existance
approached the world’s highest stan-
dard of feeding—that of the Scan-
dinavian countries.

Indicative of a country’s standard
of living is also the xeal purchasing
power of its workers’ wages. By this
is understood the quantity of neces-
saries of life that a worker is able
to buy with his money earned during
a definite period. As a matter of
fact, high real wages can only, be
attained in the case of highly deve-
loped production.

The Lithuanian worker was able
to buy, with his weekly earnings,
twice as much meat, and considerably
more butter and bread, than his
Polish, Hungarian, or even French
comrade. He was able to buy, gener-
ally speaking, the same quantities of
clothing and footwear as the worker
in any of the above mentioned
countries (with the exception of
France). The purchasing power of
Lithuanian workers’ wages can by
no means be compared with that of
Soviet workers which is simply cat-
astrophic. The Lithuanian worker
could buy, with his money earned
in a week, almost twice as much
bread, seven times more meat, four
and a half times more butter, and
seven and a half times more woolen
cloth than a Soviet worker. The Lith-
uanian worker could buy a men’s
suit with less than three weeks’ earn-
ings; the Soviet worker had to
drudge eleven weeks to be able to
buy it. The Lithuanian worker paid
less than four days’ earnings for a
pair of labourer’s shoes while the
Soviet worker had to work for it
more than five weeks. More than
this: the ‘Soviet worker, even if he
had got money was not always sure
of getting food for it; food is scarce
in Soviet Russia, above all meat and
fats, while Lithuania was abundant
in it. Prosperity was the economic
result of Lithuania’s severance from
Russia that was, within a short space
of time, left far behind.

Having created satisfactory con-
ditions of living, Lithuania practical-
ly had no unemployment problem to
cope with. On the contrary, shortage
of agricultural working power was
perceptible shortly before the out-
break of World War II. Now, before
World War I, while Lithuania was
under the Russian rule, 25,000 to
30,000 of her most able-bodied people
emigrated yearly since their home-
land was short of sources on which
they could depend for their liveli-
hood. It is true, emigration kept go-
ing on during the first decade of
Lithuania’s independent existence
(1926-28 12,300 persons
1929-31 8,000. The yearly increase
in population was 80,000). In later
vears it practically stopped as a re-

Improvement in general living con-
ditions resulted in the decline of

mortality. The yearly death rate
amounted to 17,1 per thousand in

1920-24; it dropped to 13,4 in 1935-
39. Thus mortality decreased by
28 % . Considerably lower death rates

the Netherlands and Denmark; slight-
ly lower were those in Britain, Swe-
den, Belgium. All the other States
in Europe (Ireland, France, Poland
ete.) were surpassed by Lithuania,
No country in Europe managed to
decrease its death rate in such a
degree as Lithuania.

Foreign capital had begun coming
to Lithuania’s assistance. Economic
and financial conditions favoured this
trend: the country’s prosperity was
orowing. Its indebtedness to foreign
countries was unimportant, the cur-
rency was stable. Nothing but foreign
occupation put a sudden end to this
development. At present Lithuania,
having lost hundreds of thousands
of her most valiant sons and daugh-
ters and suffering under the Bolshe-
vik terror regime, has become a
country of misery and distress. With
his earnings of one month one can
buy not more than one kilogramme
of fats. The purchasing power of
his wages has dropped even below
that of a worker in pre-war Soviet
Russia.

before. Motor vehicle fatalities in-
creased by approximately 2,500,

reaching a total of 37,500 in 1951
—the highest annual toll in a decade.
By far the leading cause of accidental
death, motor vehicle fatalities now
account for about two fifths of all
deaths from accidents. Mishaps in the
course of and arising out of employ-
ment were responsible for an esti-
mated 16,500 deaths—a substantial
rive from the year before, reflecting
the increase in industrial activity.
Fatalities in public accidents other
than motor vehicle rose to about
16,000 in 1951. On the other hand,
fatal injuries in and about the home
showed little change from the toll of
27,600 in 1950.

Catastrophes—acecidents in which
five or more persons are killed—were
materially greater in 1951 than in
the preceding year both in frequency
and the number of lives lost. Records
compiled from a variety of sources
by the Statistical Bureau of the
Metropolitan indicate that about 1,-
800 people in the United States were
killed in catastrophic accidents during
1951,

Eleven accidents in 1951 each
took more than 25 lives. These disas-
ters were responsible for 581 deaths,
or for about one third of the total
in all catastrophes. In December alone
there were 229 deaths in disasters,
the highest toll for the month in at
least 15 years. In 1950 there were
11 disasters each involving the loss
of 25 or more people, while in 1949
there were six; the numbers killed
‘in these disasters were 511 and 278
in the two years, respectively.

The largest single disaster in 1951
was the coal mine explosion in West
Frankfort, Ill., in which 119 lives
were lost—the Nation’s worst mine
disaster since 1928. Second on the
list of catastrophes in the past year
was the derailment of a passenger
train on a temporary bridge section
in Woodbnidge, N. J., on Feb. 6,
causing 85 deaths. Aviation account-
ed for six major catastrophes. The
fall of a non-scheduled passenger
plane in flames in Elizabeth, N. J.,
killed 56 people. Two other transport
plane accidents—one on a mountain
in Colorado and another near Oak-
land, Calif.—each accounted for 50
lives. The remaining three aviation
disasters in 1951 were responsible
for a total of 97 deaths. Forty-five
people were drowned when a fishing-
party boat capsized off Montauk
Point, Long Island, during the Labor
Day weekend.

Marked increase were shown this
year in the total number of cat-
astrophic deaths resulting from motor
vehicle accidents, aviation (both mil-
itary and civilian), water transpor-
tation, and from catastrophic acci-
dents in mines. On the brighter side,

cuatastrophes and for approximately
one sixth of all the victims; civilian
aviation contributed one thirteentn
of the accidents but nearly one fifth
of the fatalities. Coaflagrations,
burns, and explosions together ac-
counted for approximately one sixth
of all the catastrophes in the yeav,
but they caused only one ninth of
the deaths.

LIFE REJECTION LOW

Out of every 100 applications sub-
mitted to life insurance companies
in 1950, only three were turned
down. The total number of Ordinary
life applications was nearly 8,500,000
and of these 278,000 were rejected.
The Institute of Life Insurance
lists cardiovascular-renal ailments az
the principal cause for rejection.
They account for 459% of the total.
Some heart cases, however, were ac-
cepted on an extra rate basis. Ano-
ther chief medical cause for extra
rating was overweight. Occupational
hazards account for about one-third
of the extra rate cases.

The Institute also discloses that in
1950 there was a continuation toward
the trend of writing policies without
a medical ®xamination. More ' than
half of all applicants were accepted
on that basis.
