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A First In Soviet History

Lithuanian

An Associated Press story out
of Vilnius, Lithuania, states the
Lithuanian Communists voted
overwhelmingly on December 2,
1989, to form an independent
party, “breaking Moscow’s iron
political unity for the first time in
Soviet history.”

According to the article, the
delegates of the Lithuanian
party’s congress voted to declare
themselves an “equal partner,”
rather than a subordinate of the
Soviet Communist Party.

Chief of the Lithuanian Com-
munist  Party  Algirdas
Brazauskas congratulated the
delegates and noted his expressed
hope that the party would always
be resolute, rejuvenated and
ready for new battles.

President Mikhail Gor-
bachev’s response to the vote
was a planned mission to Lithu-
ania in the very near future to
attempt to bring the separated
party members back into the fold.

However, the Lithuanian
Communist Party stood firm in
its stand which created the first
major separation in the mono-
lithic party since the time of Lenin
in 1917.

According to the AP story,
the Lithuanian Communist Party
declared in a resolution it would
“maintainrelations of equal part-
nership with the Soviet Commu-
nist Party, other progressive
parties, public organizations and
movements.”

Gorbachev blasted the Lithu-

‘anian party leadership accusing

the Lithuanians of creating a
“schism of progressive forces,”
breaking rules of the party and
leaving themselves open to be-
come “hostages to separatists.”

The resolution noted the ma-
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jor goals of the Lithuanian
Communist Party are: an inde-
pendent democratic, Lithuanian
state, implementation fo the ide-
als of humanistic socialism, lib-
erty and social justice, creation
of adequate living conditions for
the Lithuanian people and all the
inhabitants of Lithuania.

There were two days of much
discussion between the majority
members who wanted the break
from Moscow and the minority
who did not. The minority was
made up of mostly Slavs.

Leader Brazauskas is looking
forward to the elections in Feb-
ruary stating it was necessary for
them to form a separate party
now in order to compete in the
February 24 elections.

Gorbachev’s most recent
appeal to the Lithuanians was

through party ideology chief
Vadim Medvedev asking that
they not split noting in doing so
they would hurt his reform ef-
fort.

Lithuanian writer Raimondas
Kasauskas noted an independent
Lithuania was no more danger to
the Soviet Union than the peace-
ful Finland or Denmark and the
changes in Hungary. He pointed
outthe peaceful existence of these
nations doesn’t mean anything
bad.

Following Gorbachev’s trip
to Lithuania with the Central
Committee another Central
Committee meeting will be held
sometime in January to make a
firm decision on the dispute.

Algirdas Brazauskas wel-
comes the planned visit of Gor-

tee even though the stand taken
by them is one of refusal to rec-
ognize the Lithuanian Party’s
self-proclaimed independent
status.

The associated press reports
Gorbachev points out that “To-
day, to realize the right to self-
determination through secession
means to blow up the union, set
the people against each other and
sow conflictand blood and death.
That’s what separatists are push-
ing us toward.”

Medvedev noted the Lithu-
anian Communist Party without
the support of Moscow would
end up crushed by separatist and
nationalist forces.

About 80 per cent of the resi-
dents of Lithuania are ethnic
Lithuanians and most of these
are Roman Catholics.

for her entire holiday stay. We
crammed as much as we could
into her short visit because get-
ting back meant the end to her
mid-semester vacation from col-
lege.

Dovile is attending Harford
Community College in Mary-
land. She first came to America
as an exchange student in the
spring of 1989 and then applied
for and was granted a scholar-
ship for her first year of college.

She is staying with the Rus-
sian language instructor, Mr.
Miller, who has taken several
groups of exchange students to

. the U.S.S.R. and now to Lithu-

ania. The Miller family have
taken her in as another family
member for the school year, and
she is working hard to earn cred-
its in psychology and English,
her two majors at Harford.

Dovile speaks Russian, Lithu-
anian and English and is quite
fluent in all three.

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Historic Wheelman Club Remembered

The Annual Christmas Party
of the Fraternals of Northeast
Pennsylvania was held in a his-
toric building presently known
as “The Wheelman” which is
located not too far from the Home
Office in Wilkes-Barre, PA.

The Wheelman got its begin-
ning in September of 1899 when
a half-dozen men, with one
common interest, bicycling, got
together and organized the West
End Wheelmen.

Old newspaper accounts re-
late many interesting facts about
the group, such as all six men
rode “high “ wheels with one of
the bikes having a front wheel
sixty-four inches in diameter.

Shortly after its organization
the membership expanded to 25.
The club utilized several differ-
ent temporary headquarters until
in 1986 they managed to secure a
large plot of land on South Fran-
klin Street. A building commit-
tee was appointed, and in 1897
the present building was erected.

The Wheelman’s Club uni-
forms were gray suits with hats
to match and white sweaters
sporting the name of the club
across the front in black letters.

One of the biggest parades
ever put on by the Wheelmen
was on October 4, 1891, when
300 members on their bicycles

turned out for a procession
through the streets of Wilkes-
Barre headed by the Ninth Regi-
ment Band. There were state and
national bicycle racing competi-
tions, train excursions, and pic-
nics. Members would then wheel
on home sometimes adistance of
100 miles or more.

Some other activities of the
group were minstrel shows, din-
ner programs and musical enter-
tainment. Clubs from all sur-
rounding areas gathered at
Wilkes-Barre to take partin huge
parades, meets and competitive
races. Nesbitt Park which was
then known as West Side Driv-
ing Park was ideally suited for
the bicycleraces, which attracted
thousands of spectators. Ironi-
cally, these great bicycle races
led to the demise of the West End
Wheelmen.

A large deficit from one of its
races at the beginning of the 20th
Century was followed by a drop
inmembership. As a result, there
weren’t enough dues to pay on
the $33,000 mortgage and the
club was taken over by a newly
formed group named the Fran-
klin Club.

Unfortunately the Franklin
Club which was founded in 1903
soon entered the era of the de-
pression and the membership

It took several at-
tempts but finally Dovile said
“Mama” — and the rest was
beautiful! I got on the line just to
extend warm wishes and this was
the high point of the Holiday
visitof an 18 yearold from Lithu-
ania and a nostalgic daughter of
Lithuanian immigrants proud to
have this little moment with an
exchange of words from the land
of her roots.

“The Wheelman” dropping the
word “Club” from the title.

Presently serving private par-
ties, the Wheelman will soon be
open to the public daily for lunch
and dinner.
