WASHINGTON.—Recently a
young Russian officer who under-
stood and spoke English was sent
here on some special mission. It
was his first visit to America and
his astonished report of what goes
on in the U. S. Capital still is leav-
ing his friends at home unbeliev-
ing. ;

“NO GREATER LOVE”

“No Greater Love” is the story of
Archbishop Spellman’s latest trip
to the battlefronts of Africa, told
in his simple, unassuming, chatty
style.. Everywhere he went he min-
gled with the boys and hear their
storics, helping them to solve their
vroblems, and meeting with Innu-
merable situations which taxed
even his own ingenuity to answer,
as when a Moslem smilingly sald to

him: “God must love the Moslems,
for you Christians kill one an-
other.”

In Italy, the greatest problem is
disunity. We at home have our
differences, but guard the rights of
minorities and agree on devotion
to the country’s welfare. In many
of the llberated countries, internal
discord is greater than we can un-
derstand.

Al one audience, an Ameri-
can boy gave the Holy Father the
head of an angel statue he had
picked up at Monte Cassino; and
another, hearing there were no
chocolate in Italy, presented him
with a dozen chocolate bars!

DISCOVERY,
NOT CREATION

SELECTED EDITORIAL

Discoveries like that put to ter-
rifying use in the atomic bomb in-
variably cause some to speak as if
such achievements were steps in a
process by which man is somehow
freeing himself from dependence
on God. One might almost imagine
that the latest instance of sclen-
tific research and ingenuity was a
kind of victory over God.

But notethat the harnessing of
atomic energy is called a discovery.
Man did not create this amazing
thing. He only founded out, and
that countless centuries after the
creation of the universe. It has
been there all the time, wailing to
be found. It is a tribute to human
intelligence that it has been found,;
it proves the capacity and resources
of the human mind, which, let us
always remember, Is also not of
our making, but God’s gift to us.

But the new discovery does not
prove man’s superiority to God any
more than an archaeologist's dis-
covery of an exquisite Greek mar-
ble proves his superiority to the
sculptor. A man reading Shake-
speare for the first time is aston-
ished by the insight, the subtlety,
tlie power, and the beauty which he
finds in a text written hundreds
of years before his birth. He i5 not
8o deluded as to think that he,

ble for them, that they would never
have existed had he not come upon
them. He knows that the credit
is Shakespeare’s and that he is
neither the superior nor the equal
of the peerless poet.

It is the same in the case of
atomic energy. Learning how to
use it does not ralse us above God.

POPE CONCERNED
ABOUT ATOMIC
POWER IN 1943

ROME.—Two and one-half years
agce, in February, 1943, His Holiness
Pope Pius XII gave grave consider-
alion to the use of atomic energy
and the smashing of the atom in
a discourse pronounced at the in-
auguration of the seventh year of
the Pontifical Academy of Sciences.

Concerning himself with the
mechanism now popularly known
as the “atom smasher,” the Holy
Father took occasion to counsel
in most solemn terms that a means
be sought whereby the energy gen-
erated by such a force might be
controlled. Otherwise, the Pontiff
warned the assembled scientists,
catastrophe for the entire planet
ruight be the result.

“Experimental Investigation of
the last decades,” the Holy Father
saild, “boasts discoveries and in-
ventions of capital importance,
even if one considers only the arti-
ficial transformations of the atom-
ic nucleus, the smashing of the
atom, the marvels unveiled by the
electronic microscope. Scientific
progress has led to the discovery
of new laws in the phenomena of
nature and has thrown new light
on questions of essence and value
in physical laws.”

These investigations and re-
searches, the Holy Father said, had
taken on unexpected form follow-
ing the resulls of artificial radlo
activity. Specifically he made men-
tion of the disintegration which
the atom of uranium undergoes
when opombarded by neutrons.
Calculation, he said, had demon-
strated that in one cubic meter of
oxide powder of uranium, in less
than one-hundredth of a second,
there develops enough atomic en-
ergy to elevate a weight of a bil-
lion tons to a height of 16 miles.
This, the Holy Father then said,
wos a sum of energy equal to that
produced over a period of many
years by all the great power plants
of the world.
